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What we do: 

1. Reaching the world with the gospel is at the very core of Great Commission Asia Network 
(GCAN). GCAN leaders have engaged in cross-cultural missions and international church 
plants since 1986. GCAN has worked in Hong Kong and Singapore, Philippines, Cambodia 
and beyond, because they have a significant presence in US university campuses, and are in 
a strategic position to make disciples of all nations both in the US and abroad.
